
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The 23nd Annual River Run will be held Thursday, September 25 at River Bend Park in Horicon.  To get to the 
course, turn south off Highway 33 onto Valley Street.  Follow Valley approximately one mile to the park.  
Teams can disembark near the tennis courts, and buses should then continue through the park to the boat launch 
parking lot.  Camps can be set up inside the road loop or in the area around the tennis courts – just stay clear of 
the course and NOT inside the tennis courts.  Spectators should park in the softball lots at the entrance to 
the park and walk in from there. 
 
Teams competing this year are: Campbellsport, Central Wisconsin Christian, Dodgeland, Johnson Creek, 
Laconia, Lomira, Markesan, Mayville, North Fond du Lac/Oakfield, Omro, Racine Lutheran, Rio/Fall River, St. 
Lawrence, St. Mary’s Springs, Washington County Home School Association, Watertown Luther Prep, Waupun, 
Wayland Academy, and Winnebago Lutheran Academy. 
 
SPECIAL ANNOUNCEMENT:  We will be running the back trail between the park and Washington St. during 
the 5k races.  The surface is milled blacktop from various street improvement projects around Horicon.  Much 
of the surface is fairly smooth gravel, but there are several areas that are a bit rough with some bigger chunks of 
pavement.  We’ll clear leaves off the entire length of the trail.  Your athletes may want to have racing flats, as 
well as spikes, and decide what works better for them when they see this portion of the course.

Medals will be awarded to the first 25 varsity finishers and the first 5 JV finishers in each high school race.  1st 
and 2nd place high school teams will each receive a plaque. Ribbons will be awarded to the first 50 male and 
first 50 female finishers in the middle school race -- these will be placed in envelopes for each school, and will 
be handed directly to the coaches at the conclusion of the meet. 
 
Scoring and results will be headquartered at the finish chute near the tennis courts.  Results will be announced at 
the completion of all three races.
